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Open Education Resources (OERs) high-quality course content that has often been developed by college and university professors. OERs include text-based content, videos, audio, case studies, question pools, homework problems and more. The content is shared online, usually under a Creative Commons license, and can be reused and modified under certain conditions (such as non-commercial use). In addition to being useful for professors, OERs make courses more affordable for students, as they do not need to purchase costly texts when OERs for content.
