We’ve set the course up to allow for maximum flexibility for participants to

complete the work in a way that works with their schedule. The only hard deadlines each

week are to complete the assignments and discussions as indicated on the course timeline.

Faculty who complete all required components of the course will be eligible to receive a

micro-credential in Hybrid Learning!
