Public policy research focuses on socio-economic performance,

trade/investment policy, energy, environment and transportation, health and healthcare,

innovation and technology, security, taxation, immigration, and aboriginal policy.

Organizational performance research focuses on human resources management,

compensation, health and wellness, governance, risk, corporate social responsibility,

finance, marketing, and leadership. The e-library also includes 783 documents in French.
