Edit: From your exploration, adapt and use what you need, remembering to

give credit where it is due.

Evaluate: As you try new strategies in your virtual classroom, find a system to evaluate what

works and what doesn’t. Include student voice as a way to gather feedback. What can you

do differently next time?
